On account of developing relationship with her cousin sister who 

lives at Shimoga, Mr. Poovaiah started ill-treating her.

In Masalti v. State of U.P., reported in AIR 1965 SC 202, 

the accused had brutally killed one Gayadin and four members 

of his family, and then set the bodies on fire in the middle of 

the field. This had happened due to rivalry between two 

factions. F.I.R. disclosed 35 persons as assailants and five 

more persons were added to the list by a subsequent 

committal order leading to the charges being framed against 

all 40 persons. A Bench of four Judges of this Court did not 

accept the defence that specific role had not been attributed to 

the accused, and that the mere presence of the accused in the 

unlawful assembly at the time of the incident does not justify 

the imposition of death sentence. 	However, as a rule of 

prudence, the court fixed the minimum number of witnesses 
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needed to accept prosecutioncase to base a conviction on. It 

was emphasized by the court that it was unsafe to rely on the 

evidence of persons who spoke gen_erally . without specific 

reference to the identity of the individuals, and their overt acts 

that took place in the course of incident.

them, and when a large crowd of persons armed with weapons 

assaults the intended victims, it may not be necessary that all 

of them have to take part in .the actual assault. In that case 

several weapons were carried by different members of the 

unlawful assembly, and an accused who was the member of 

such an assembly and was carrying firearms was not 

permitted to take any advantage of the fact that he did not 

use those firearms, though other members of the assembly 

used their respective firearms. 
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
