This Court while considering the provisions of Sections 156(3), 169,
178 and 190 of the Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973 held that there is no
power, expressly or impliedly conferred under the Code on a Magistrate to
call upon the police to submit a charge-sheet, when they have sent a report
under Section 169 of the Code, that there is no case made out for sending
up an accused for trial. The functions of the magistracy and the police are
entirely different and the Magistrate cannot impinge upon the jurisdiction
of the police, by compelling them to change their opinion so as to accord
with his view. However, he is not deprived of the power to proceed with
the matter. There is no obligation on the Magistrate to accept the report if

he does not agree with the opinion formed by the police.
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The report may conclude that an offence appears to have been
committed by a particular person or persons and in such a case, the
Magistrate may either (1) accept the report and take cognizance of the
offence and issue process, or (2) may disagree with the report and drop the
proceeding, or (3) may direct further investigation under Section 156(3)
and require the police to present final report.

The report on the other hand may state that according to the police,
no offence appears to have been committed. When such a report is placed
before the Magistrate he again has the options of adopting one of the three
courses open, that are (1) he may accept the report and drop the
proceeding; or (2) he may disagree with the report and take a view that
there is sufficient ground for proceeding further, take cognizance of the
offence and issue process; or (3) he may direct further investigation to be
made by the police under Section 156(3).

The position is, therefore, now well settled that upon receipt of a
police report under Section 173(2), a Magistrate is entitled to take
cognizance of an offence under Section 190(1)(b) of the Code even if the
police report is to the effect that no case is made out against the accused.
The Magistrate can take into account the statements of the witnesses
examined by the police during the investigation and take cognizance of the
offence complained of and order issue of process against the accused.
Section 190(1)(b) does not lay down that a Magistrate can take cognizance
of an offence only if the investigating officer gives an opinion that after
investigation a case against the accused has been made out.

The Magistrate can ignore the conclusion arrived at by the

investigating officer and independently apply his mind to the facts
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emerging from the investigation and take cognizance of the case, if he
thinks fit, exercise his powers under Section 190(1)(b) and direct issue of
process against the accused. The Magistrate is not bound in such a
situation to follow the procedure laid down in Sections 200 and 202 of the
Code for taking cognizance of a case under Section 190(1)(a) though it is
open to him to act under Section 200 or Section 202 also.

The informant is not prejudicially affected when the Magistrate
decides to take cognizance and to proceed with the case. But where the
Magistrate decides that sufficient ground does not subsist for proceeding
further and drops the proceeding or takes the view that there is material for
proceeding against some and there are insufficient grounds in respect of
others, the informant would certainly be prejudiced as the first information
report lodged becomes wholly or partially ineffective.

Where the Magistrate decides not to take cognizance and to drop the
proceeding or takes a view that there is no sufficient ground for
proceeding against some of the persons mentioned in the first information
report, notice to the informant and grant of opportunity of being heard in
the matter becomes mandatory. As indicated above, there is no provision
in the Code for issue of a notice in that regard. The question relating to

issue of notice and grant of opportunity as afore described is of general

importance.

Pleadings are the foundation of the claims of parties. Civil
litigation is largely based on documents.

[t is an irony that while we are celebrating women rights in all
spheres, we show little or no concern for her honour. It is a sad
reflection of the attitude of indifference of the society towards
the violation of human dignity of the victims of sex crimes.

Law in this behalf is absolutely clear. What cannot be done
directly cannot be done indirectly.

A civil court does not grant leave to file another suit. If the law
permits, the plaintiff may file another suit.

In absence of additional evidence, if Appellate Court concludes
that trial's court order is not in accordance with law, then it
should decide the matter by itself only and must not remand the
matter simply for rewriting the judgment.

By seeking amendment, petitioner has not tried to set up a new
case, only consequential relief was sought by him, which was
already in substance in the suit in another form.

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SETTLEMENT OF ISSUES

Q.1 Frame the issues on the basis of the following pleadings —
- 10 Marks

PLAINTIFF'S PLEADINGS —

1. The case of Plaintiff is that he is owner and landlord of Municipal
House No. 9, situated in a ward No. 10 Mohalla Ramtekri of Mandsaur city.
He purchased this house (which is hereinafter referred to as suit-house) from
the M.P. Housing Board in the year 2005 through a registered sale-deed. The
suit-house consists of a drawing-room, two bedrooms, one kitchen and one
attached bathroom and toilet. He let out the suit-House for residence to the
defendant on 01.04.2006, on the monthly rent of 500 rupees. The defendant
was his class-mate since school days. As a result of his close friendship, he
had not got the rent-note executed by him. Therefore, the tenancy is oral. The
tenancy begins on first day of Gregorian month and comes to end on the last
day of the same month. The defendant has been irregular in payment of rent.
The defendant has not paid to him the rent from 01.10.2012 to 31.12.2013
despite several demands made orally. Five to Six Months prior to filing of this
suit, the defendant making substantial additions and alterations, converting
drawing-room into a shop from which his wife carries out the business of
Beauty parlor. Due to this substantial additions & alterations, the value of suit-
house has diminished substantialy. This act of defendant is exactly contrary to
the object of residence for which purpose he had let the suit-house to the
defendant. Owing to Beauty parlor, many people comes due to which the
peaceful life of the people neighboring the suit-house gets disturbed. As such,
the defendant is responsible for causing nuisance.

2. Further case of the Plaintiff is that he is residing with his family
members in the ancestral house situated at Mohalla Rambagh of Mandsaur
city. In his family he has a wife, one married son, and two major sons who are
studying in college. In this house, there are three bed-rooms, and one drawing
room. In view of the number of his family members, there is an acute shortage
of space in the house, therefore he needs the suit-house bonafidely for the
residence of his married son Pratik and his family. He does not have any
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suitable alternate accommodation available within the municipal limits of
Mandsaur City for his son prateek & his family for residence.

3. Further, the case of the plaintiff is that the defendant has recently
purchased a house in Mandsaur city in the name of his wife from the M.P.
Housing Board. This house is suitable for the residence of the defendant and
his family. He has terminated the tenancy of the defendant from 31.12.2013 by
sending a registered notice dated 22.10.2013 through his advocate. The
defendant received this notice on 1.11.2013. With this notice he has also
demanded from the defendant the arrears of rent for the period between
1.10.2012 to 31.12.2013 amounting seven thousand five hundred rupees
within two months from the receipt of the notice, and directed the defendant to
handover the vacant possession of the suit-house on or before 09.03.2014.
The defendant has not complied with the directions given in the notice. As a
result, he has filed this suit for eviction and the recovery of arrears of rent
against the defendant under provision of M.P. Accommodation Control Act,
1961.

DEFENDANT’S PLEADINGS -
4, The defendant in his written statement denied the averments made
in the plaint. He asserted that he pays the rent of the suit-house regularly to the
plaintiff. The plaintiff does not give him receipt of the rent. The plaintiff
makes entries of rent in a diary maintained by him. He has paid the rent till
31.12.2013 to the plaintiff. The plaintiff has denied to accept the rent of the
later period, that is why he deposited the rent in the Court. He has opened the
Beauty Parlor in the Drawing room with the oral consent of the plaintiff. He
has not made any substantial addition or alteration in the drawing room while
opening the Beauty Parlour in the Drawing room. Hence the assertion made by
plaintiff is false that the value of the disputed house has gone down
substaintially due to opening of the Beauty Parlor & this act of him is exactly
contrary to the purpose for which the disputed house is let to him. Limited
people come to the Beauty parlor. Hence the statement of plaintiff is false that
the peaceful life of the neighbour gets disturbed due to visit of many people.
He negotiated with the officials posted at Mandsaur of the Housing Board to
purchase a house, but they were out of his economic reach due to exorbitant
cost. That is why he could not purchase a house. The plaintiff's married son
Pratik is in Government Job. At Present he is posted at Ratlam, where he is
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residing with his wife. The plaintiff has made completely false averments in
this regard. In fact the plaintiff wants to get the suit-house vacated from him
either by hoock or croock so that he can let the suit-house to any other family
on higher rent. Upon these averments, the defendant prayed for the dismissal
of the suit with cost.
