The theory on which costs are now awarded to a plaintiff is that default of the 

defendant made it necessary to sue him; and to a defendant is that the plaintiff sued 

him without cause, costs are thus in the nature of incidental damages allowed to 

indemnify a party against the expense of successfully vindicating his rights in Court 

and consequently the party to blame pays costs to the party without fault. 

We must remember that whatever the origin of costs might have been, they are 

now awarded, not as a punishment to the defeated party but as a reimbursement to the 

successful party for the expenses to which he had been subjected, or as, Lord Coke 

puts it, for whatever appears to the Court to be the legal expenses incurred by the 

party in prosecuting his suit or his defence. 
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Principles of Civil Procedure Code apply, not merely to the award of costs, but 
also to the award of extra allowance or special costs. Courts are authorised to allow 
such special allowances, not to inflict a penalty on the unsuccessful party, but to 
indemnify the successful litigant for actual expenses incurred by him. 

If in any suit or other proceeding including an execution proceeding but 
excluding an appeal or a revision, any party objects to the claim or defence on the 
ground that the claim or defence or any part of it is, as against the objector, false or 
vexatious to the knowledge of the party by whom it has been put forward, and if 
thereafter, as against the objector, such claim or defence is disallowed, abandoned or 
withdrawn in whole or in part, the Court, if it so thinks fit, may after recording its 
reasons for holding such claim or defence to be false or vexatious, make an order for 
the payment, to the objector by the party by whom such claim or defence has been put 
forward, of costs by way of compensation. 

No Court shall make any such order for the payment of an amount exceeding 
three thousand rupees or exceeding the limits of its pecuniary jurisdiction, whichever 
amount is less: 

Provided that where the pecuniary limits of the jurisdiction of any Court 
exercising the jurisdiction of a Court of small causes under the Provincial Small Causes 
Courts Act or under a corresponding law in force in any part of India to which the 
said Act does not extend and not being a Court constituted under such Act or law, are 
less than two hundred and fifty rupees, the High Court may empower such Court to 
award as costs under this provision any amount not exceeding two hundred and fifty 
rupees and not exceeding those limits by more than one hundred rupees. Provided 
further that the High Court may limit the amount which any Court or class of Courts 
is empowered to award under this provision. 

It is to be noted that the huge costs are normally awarded in writ proceedings 
and public interest litigations, and not in a civil litigation.

Any member of the public having sufficient interest can maintain an action for 

judicial redress for public injury arising from breach of public duty or from some 

violation of some provision of the Constitution or the law and seek enforcement of 
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such public duty and observance of such Constitutional or legal provision. Where a 
person or class of persons to whom legal injury is caused by reason of violation of a 
fundamental right is unable to approach the court for judicial redress on account of 
poverty or disability or socially or economically disadvantaged position or for any 
other reason, any member of the public acting bonafide can move the court for a relief 
under relevant provisions of the Constitution, so that the fundamental rights may 
become meaningful not only for the rich and the well-to-do who have the means to 
approach the court but also for the large number of people who are living a life of 
want and destitution and who are by reason of lack of awareness, assertiveness and 
resources unable to seek judicial redress. If any citizen brings before the court a 
complaint that a large number of peasants or workers are bonded serfs or are being 
subjected to exploitation by a few mine owners or contractors or employers or are 
being denied the benefits of social welfare laws, the State Government, which is, 
under Constitutional scheme, charged with the mission of bringing about a new 
socio-economic order, where there will be social and economic justice for every one 
and equality of status and opportunity for all, would welcome an inquiry by the court, 
so that it is found that there are in fact, bonded labourers such a situation can be set 
right by the State Government. The strict rule of locus standi applicable to private 
litigation is relaxed and a broad rule is evolved which gives the right of locus standi 
to any member of the public acting bonafide and having sufficient interest in 
instituting an action for redressal of public wrong or public injury; but who is not a 
mere busy body or a meddle-some interloper; since the dominant object of relaxed 
approach, is to ensure the observance of the provisions of the Constitution or the law 
which can be best achieved to advance the cause of community or disadvantaged 
groups and individuals or larger interest by permitting any person, having no personal 
gain or private motivation or any other oblique consideration but acting in good faith 
and having sufficient interest in maintaining an action for judicial action for public 
injury or damage to put the judicial machinery in motion like 'actio-popularis' of 
Roman Law, whereby any citizen could bring such an action in respect of a public 
delict. In exercising the liberal attitude, the court has to act with great deal of caution 
and circumspection so that its process is not misused for settling old scores or 
enemity by the petitioner against the respondent.
