Facts for Judgment :
Plaintiff's Case is as follows :

The Plaintiff-Suresh filed a civil suit against the Defendant-Ramesh for possession of a 
part of agricultural land bearing a field Survey No. 13, admeasuring 10x200 sq. Yard 
(here in after referred to as "Suit Property"). Ramesh is the owner of the field Survey No. 12. 
The suit property is situated adjacent to the field Survey No. 12 of the eastern side. According 
to Suresh, on dt. 1.6.2023, Ramesh encroached upon the suit property and constructed a 
compound with barbed wires. Suresh had got the boundaries of the field Survey No. 12 and 
13 demarcated and ascertained the encroachment on the suit property. On dt. 2.7.2023, 
Suresh issued legal notice to Ramesh. The notice was received, but Ramesh refused to vacate 
the suit property.
Defence taken in the written statement :

Ramesh pleaded that he had purchased the field Survey No. 12 admeasuring 2.5 acres 
from Sanjay vide registered sale deed dt. 10.1.2021 for Rs. 5,00,000/-. Sanjay was cultivating 
and in possession of the suit property since last more than 12 years. He had bonafidely 
enclosed the suit property with barbed wires and that he was not a tresspasser. He was a 
bonafide purchaser. In the alternative, it was pleaded that in case, Suresh succeeds, he may 
be granted compensation towards the improvement made by him or he be directed to sale 
the suit property to him.

Parties adduced evidence. Imagine the evidence and record findings.
